The primary area zoned SRR on the 1998 Comprehensive Plan encompasses roughly the area from Hoadly Road in the east to Liberia Avenue in the west, and from the Occoquan Reservoir to Route 234 (Rural Crescent perimeter). It includes the Davis Ford Road/Prince William Parkway corridor. Soils in this area are highly erodible and the landscape conditions include steep slopes. Much of this area is forested. This area borders the Occoquan Reservoir, the source of drinking water for eastern Prince William public water users.

The 1998 Comprehensive Plan currently recommends that residential development proposals maintain an average density of 1 home for every 2.5 acres. The proposed changes remove this requirement and instead would pave the way for average densities of 1 home for every 1 acre anywhere where suitable soils for drainfields or access to public sewer can be provided.
